Highlights of Board Meeting
October 15, 2009

1. We adopted new policies on the use of UUFP
facilities by members; a revised building use and
rental policy; and a policy on requests for reduction
or waiver of fees. These will be available on our web
site.

2. We are having our insurance policy reviewed by an
expert in the field and will be making changes per
his suggestions.

3. We agreed to a new copier contract. The new copier
is far superior to our current one, and the rate is
only slightly higher.

4. We are looking to identify a volunteer to take on the
job of coordinating the Chalice Lighters program.
This program raises money for other UU
congregations in our district for special projects.

It's important because we want to help our fellow UU
congregations, and also because we may wish to
become a Chalice Lighter congregation ourselves at
some point.

5. We gave our approval for the UUFP to join social
networking sites. Patti Tessler has agreed to take
this on for us.

6. We will be scheduling a Corporate Meeting to
propose a couple of changes to our By-laws and to
propose arevised budget, based on updated income
projections.
